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The University of Toyama’s Smoking Policy

for the Prevention of Passive Smoking

Approved by the Board of Directors on (Month) (Date), 2024

1. Objective

The objective of the University of Toyama (hereafter “the University”)’s smoking
policy, based on the revised Health Promotion Act (Act No. 78 of 2018) and the
University’s Measures for the Prevention of Passive Smoking (approved by the board of
directors on October 8, 2024), is to protect the University’s faculty, students, and visitors
from the health risks of secondhand smoke exposure and continuously promote the

development of a comfortable campus environment.

2. Applicable Persons
This smoking policy applies to the University’s faculty, students, and all those who

use campus facilities.

3. Designated Non-Smoking Areas

Smoking is prohibited on campus grounds. However, for the time being, a designated

outdoor smoking area (hereafter “smoking area”) will be set up for smokers.

4. Rules to be Observed
All applicable persons must comply with the following regulations:
(1) Those under 20 years of age must not smoke.
(2) Those under 20 years of age must not enter the smoking area.

(3) Smoking is prohibited on campus grounds with the exception of the smoking

arca.

(4) After smoking in the smoking area, cigarette butts must be placed in the ashtray
or a portable ashtray.

(5) Heated cigarettes and electronic cigarettes are also only allowed in the smoking

area.
(6) Littering is prohibited in the smoking area.

(7) Smokers must be considerate of nearby residents.



5. Measures Against Violators

Patrols shall be conducted by members of the Health and Safety Committee and the
University’s departments, who, upon discovering a violator, may take any of the
following measures. These measures may also be taken by a member of the University’s
faculty.

(1) The violator may be asked to show identification, and receive a verbal warning
or guidance.

(2) A violator who has previously received a verbal warning and fails to comply
with regulations again may receive individual guidance from their immediate
supervisor.

(3) A violator who has previously received guidance from their supervisor and

continues to disregard regulations may be subject to disciplinary action,etc.

6. All other necessary matters shall be determined by the board of directors.
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
